Since the time is immemorial, there
existed a need for a machine which could
do numerical computations. The first
attempt for making such a computing
machine was made by Charles Babbage
during the mid- | 9th century. Babbage and
Ada developed an
‘analytical engine’. They
also postulated the five
main  components,
namely, input unit,
output  unit, an
‘arithmetic mill’ (now
know as ALU), storage
or memory unit and ¥ Ww

control unit. T

However, a major
break through was made around mid-20th
century when a practical general purpose
electronics computer was designed in
England. This computer was made to
decipher the German military codes used
in the Second World War.

Later, another general-purpose
electronic computer was designed by the
University of Pennsylvania by the name
ENIAC (Electronic Numerical Integrator
And Calculator). The ENIAC was
extremely large and consisted of around
18,000 values. Its weight was 30 tones.

In 1945, John Von Neuman
introduced the concept of stored
programming. Based on this, he designed
a computer known as EDVAC (Electronic
Discrete Variable Automatic Computer) in
which a set of instructions, known as
program, was stored in the memory of the
computer.

Life History of Computer

The program was written in the
language of computer, known as
programming language. Von Neuman'’s
concept laid the foundation of the modern
computers. Neuman's computer is also
known a series computer as the stored

instructions are
executed sequentially by

=Tl the computer for any

run.

As time passes on
new and new inventions
have been made. The
impact of these
inventions were great on
computers. The first
computer  weighed
about 30 tones but now hand-held laptops
are available. The commencement of
internet has also played a crucial role in
the day to day development of computers.

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Crystalling the dilemma of human
existence, Shakespeare's Hamlet said: “To
be or not to be, that is the question.”
Belonging to the State in distress, Keralites
seem to be caught in this existential angst.
Seized by a compulsive death wish, a
sizable section of Keralites believe that life
is not worth living and there is no point in
prolonging the misery of existence. As
suicide rates spiral across the State, the rot
seems to be ravaging the society at large.

Take the following cases :

On January 2, Balan, his wife Sati and
their ||-year-old daughter committed
suicide at their residence near Cherpu in
Thrissur district while their two sons who
had also consumed poison, barely
survived. Fiscal difficulties was the reason.

On January 7, Chandran, his wife
Usha and three daughters belonging to a
lower middle class family in Feroke near
Kozhikkode took a similar decision after
their struggle to stay afloat turned futile.
They ended their lived carrying the burden
of debts.

On February 7, in Chittor,
Mohammed Igbal (30), a farmer,
committed suicide by consuming poison.
The whole world turned upside down for
him after receiving a notice from the bank
asking him to pay back one and a half lakh
rupees which he had taken as agriculture
loan to cultivate sugarcane and coconut.
The number of farmers who took the
extreme step in the area has risen to six
within a short spam of time.

Not a single day passes without
reports, which speak of at least one such
gruesome tragedy. According to the
National Crime Records Bureau’s report
in 2000, Kerala ranks first in India in suicide
rate with 31.5 per one higher than the
national average (| |.2). The State has the
dubious distinction of being the suicide
capital of India for the seventh time in
succession. On an average, the State
recorded more than 8,900 suicides in the
year 2000, with three persons committing
suicide a day. Kerala had a share of 10.1
percent suicided in the country while its
population was only 3.4 percent of India’s
populace. In the decade 1999-2000,
Kerala’s suicide rate rose by 4.6 percent
as against the population rate rise of 2.2
percent.

Psycho-social Factors

It is difficult to pinpoint the factor that
contribute to the compulsive death wish.
The reasons given for taking the drastic
step include fiscal crisis, steep fall in the
prices of agricultural produce, increasing
rate of alcohol dependence, increasing of
the family system, unrealistic career
aspirations and severe competition in the
field of education, the consumerist value
system that prompts people to live beyond
their means, and increasing rate of mental
illness. The medical fratemily chooses to
differ from the widely held view that the
predominant reason for suicide in the State
is the debt trap.

“There are multi factorial reasons
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behind this tragic phenomenon.” says Dr.
PN. Suresh Kumar, Director of Institute
of Mental Health and Neurosciences
(IMHANS) Kozhikode and Director of
Thanal suicide prevention centre
sponsored by the Indian Medical
Association (Kozhikode branch).

Research has shown through
psychological autopsies that bulk of the
people who commit suicides suffered from
treatable depression. Depression is a long-
term illness with frequent recurrences or
one which can lead to a chronic condition.
Dr. Kumar says that educated unemployed
people are prone to suicide since
frustratikon and psychological turmoil land
them into behavioural disorders like
depression.

“Detecting the treating mental illness
is a viable method than attempts at directly
presenting suicide. If this principle is
followed the number of suicides in the
chronically ill can be brought down,” says
Dr. Kumar.

Many studies has revealed higher
incidence of suicide attempts and suicides
among alcoholics. Alcoholism is a medical
illness with psychological underpinnings.
“Suicide in alcoholics is often precipitated
by financial contraints, chaos and crisis in
the family, depression etc. The presence
of alcoholism and depression in an
individual increases the suicide risk
enormously,” he says.

The geographical location of the State
too may have a role in the suicides. “The
geographical over-protection of the State
from natural calamities has made the
typical Keralite an individual without much
fortitude and emotional immunity. The
people are living in a protected
environment. So they can’t face adverse
situations, which throw normal life out of
gear. Even a slightest provocation leads
them to the edge,” says Dr. Kumar.

Kerala witnesses a wave of suicides
sweeping over the adolescent scene in the

post-SSLC scenario every year. In 1998,
about 20 students committed suicide in the
State a weelk after the publication of the
SSLC results.

“The pampered child-rearing practice
in the nuclear family system contributes a
lot to this tragic phenomenon. The children
are so protected that they can’t bear a
setback to their will,” says the physician.
Family Murder Suicides

Kerala also ranks first in the rate of
family suicides. in 1999, about 60 families
committed suicide. the despair and
hopelessness related to family life arising
out of severe financial crisis is reported and
projected as the reason.

“The concern towards the children
may be forcing the parents to wish that
their children should not suffer after their
exit from the world. it’s a group murder.
the individual who heads the family is
forcefully dragging others to death,” says
Dr. Kumar.

The sociological perspectives on
suicide originated with the book, Le suicide
(1895) by Emilie Durkheim who proposed
the view that suicide was to be viewed as
part of an overall pattern of self-
destruction in any given society. Large-
scale social dynamics determine the
probability of suicide in a member of the
society. Durkheim suggested two factors
to be the major determinants-social
integration and cultural solidarity. Social
integration refers to the degree of
integration each individual has with the
society. “The nuclear family system, which
is devoid of social and emotional support,
aggravates the feeling of being alone in an
individual,” says the Thanal Director.

From a sociological point of view, as
long as the “culture of discontent” persists,
the probability of suicide remains high.
“The influence of consumerist culture
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which prompts people to live beyond their
means, the increasing prevalence of
alcoholism, the competitive life style, all
collaborate to set the tragedy of family
murder suicides,” adds Kumar. Inasociety,
where the standard of living is measured
by consumption of goods and services, the
chances of emergence of the ‘culture of
discontent™ are very high.

Startling Figures

Caught in the vortex of
unprecedented debt trap caused by steep
fall in the prices of agricultural produce and
some other socio-economic factors, 1451
persons attempted to end their lives in
2001, according to the report titled Kerala
Economy 2002, published by the State
Department of Economics and Statistics.
Due to alcoholism and subsequent
behavioural disorder, 954 persons
committed suicide, while 1529 persons
embarked on the dangerous course of
action to escape form the traumatic life
gripped by deadly diseases. it is startling
to see that 9572 persons attempted to
commit suicide during the year.

During the decade 1987-97, the
incidence of suicide in Kerala rose at a
compound growth of 4.6 percent as
against the population rate of 2.2 percent.
It was |7 suicides per one lakh population
in 1987,27.3in 1992, 28.5in 1997,29.3in
1998 and 32.1 in 1999. During the six-
year period (1995-2000), suicides peaked
in the year 1999 to touch 9778 while in
2000 it dipped to 9304. On an average,
there have been 8,900-plus suicides in the
State each year since the mid-1990s.

The district-wise break up of findings
brings out certain socio-economic reasons
behind the emerging social tragedy. In the
year 2000, Wayanad had the grim
distinction of being at the top of the list
accounting for 54.6 percent of suicides

followed by Thiruvananthapuram at 46.73
percent, Idukki (46.19), Palakkad (38.82)
and Kollam (37.5). Malappuram reported
the lowest rate - 6.3 percent. The drastic
fall in agricultural produce is considered as
the main reason for the high rate of suicide
in farmer-dominated districts.

Durkheim holds the view that the
rates of suicide are very high in societies
where there is a low degree of social
integration. A strong integration fostered
by religious faith explains the low rate of
suicides among its followers in the
predominant!s Muslim district of
Malappuram. Jicide is not allowed
in the Holy Quran, deep rooted religious
belief might be the reason for this ‘lowest’
rate. The protective influence of religion
and cohesive social system plays a
significant role in fostering an environment
which is conducive to live life to its fullest,”
says Dr. Suresh Kumar.

He points to the fact that over the
last few decades, dramatic changes have
taken place in Kerala society. Family, the
formidable social institution has undergone
a lot of changes. “As a result of the new
system, the family as a whole as well as
the individual who heads the family has
become emotionally and financially
isolated. During crisis period, these
families do not get care, support and
attention from others. Since channels of
communication are blocked between
neighbouring families in urban community,
the strains and stresses of each family
become tremendous,” he says.

He is of the opinion that a cohesive
social system prevails in the Muslim
community where there is enough room
for sharing one’s feelings and trauma with
others. As far as the Hindu community is
concerned, he says, pseudo egoism to some
extent dominates the mindscape of the
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majority. “They think that they are self-
sufficient and there is no need to depend

~ upon others for survival,” says Kumar.

Dr. C | John, Chief Psychiatrist,
Medical Trust Hospital, Kochi, and Founder
Director and trustee of Maithri Suicide
Counselling centre provides another
insight into the troubled psyche of
Keralites. “The suicide tendency of
Keralites cannot be studied in isolation
setting aside many evils like increase in
divorce rate, high consumption of alcohol,
and flesh trafficking,” he says.

He points to the rapid changes that
have taken place in the social scenario in
the past 10 to |5 years, with the onslaught
of consumerism and Western cultural
invasion. “These drastic changes
happened before the Kerala society was
socially and psychologically geared up. This
brought in a confused value system and
confused orientation of life among the
youngsters. They are a confused lot,
unaware of what to do or what not. Even

trivial hurdles are looked at as major

crises,” says Dr. John.

He too focuses on the nightmare of
debts, where people borrow heavily
without any resources to repay the
amount. “In Kerala, one can hardly find a
household free from debts. The loans
may be either from a bank or from cut-
throat financiers who levy unbearable
interest,” says the psychiatrist. He cites
marital disharmony as one another reason
behind the suicidal tendency. Here,
drowry has a part to play. “Relations
crumble like sand castles when they are
defined on the basis of monetary benefits,”
says Dr. John.

“Usually suicide is defined as an
aggression directed towards oneself. But
in the case of Family Murder Suicides
(FMS), it should be corrected as acts of

terrorism turned inwards. In FMS, first the
mother or the father murders the children,
and after that they commit suicide. Here,
two crimes-murder and suicide-take place
simultaneously. In the case of suicide of
lovers, once they realise that they cannot
lead a life together, they decide to be
together in death. In such cases, thereis a
pact between the lover and the beloved.
But in the case of FMS, one doubts
whether such a pact is there at least
between the husband and wife. Even if it
is there, the innocent children have no
inkling that they are going to be murdered
by their parents,” he says.

He outlines two major problems that
Kerala parents are saddled with: first, the
burden of building a house, and second,
the Herculean task of marrying off their
daughter. “Itis in the struggle to fulfill their
duties that most often they end up their
lives in suicide,” says the doctor.

Adolescent suicide is also on the
increase in the State, especially among those
below the age of 5. The startling figures
of Crime Records Bureau show that while
90 kids killed themselves in 1990, the figure
rose to 136 in 1999, while 72 girls and 64
boys have committed suicide so far this year.
“Suicide has become an easy option for
students because of the faulty education
system prevailing in the State. It is not a
value-based one,” says Dr. John.

The education system, which has
undergone a sea change over the last
decade, has led to unrealistic career
aspirations and stiff competition. The
school children are under great stress
because of the overwhelming pressure
exerted both by parents and teachers. As
aresult, failure in examinations is perceived
to be a major disaster.

“The psychology behind murdering
one’s children is a different one. One
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doubts whether the Malayalee parents
believe that their children have a separate
and unique identity of their own. They
want their children to grow according to
their likes and dislikes. Moreover, they
even believe that without them their
children have no existence. That is why,
they want their children to be with them
in death,” reasons are the agony of
abandonment by children and the sorrow
of solitude, he adds.

Dr. John has an action plan (See box)
ready to prevent suicidal tendencies. He
believes that before committing suicide,
every individual frantically search a way out
of his or her problems. Dr.Suresh Kumar
thinks that identification of the high-risk
group needing urgent intervention, is
crucial in suicide prevention. The chances

of a person trying again after a failed suicide
attempt is also rather high. The features
denoting high risk are the presence of
depression, addictive behaviour and
alcoholism. There are help lines (see box)
in different parts of the State that attempt
to bale out people from suicidal troughs.
Thanal, a project of the Indian Medical
Association's Kozhikode branch, and
Mythri, asimilar venture based in Kochi and
Thrissur, are some of the soothing centres
that lend an ear to the agonised minds.
Going by the rate of suicides, Kerala is
indeed in dire need of more such healing
places.
